SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS

One wouldn’t think of buying software without having the appropriate hardware. With this same common-sense thinking,
conductors rendering “Storm” Works should be properly equipped.

In the Band of the 3rd Millennium, the orchestration employed in the body of work called Stormworks, we find the
standard wind and percussion ensemble augmented by the use of 2 synthesizers. A seemingly innocent leap, it is replete
with functionality. The generic sounds ascribed to the synthesizers are: PAD Bass, (sometimes Piano and/or Chorus)
and Harp. Comments about the types of sounds and manner of interpreting the varied notation may be found in the Brief
Intro to the Music of Stephen Melillo... with FAQs residing on the STORMSite at stormworld.com.

In 1980, the cost for such an undertaking was significant. Now, for a cost-effective, multi-useful investment, your
program can be readily equipped. Of course, this is only if you are completely un-equipped right now! Most music
programs will have at least one student who owns a synthesizer, or at least knows someone who does. In the early 1980s,
| was able to recruit a great number of students simply by suggesting that there was a place for them in the ““electronics™
section! | invite you, now with Music that calls for it, to be champions of a wider and fuller Music Education.

On the STORMWORKS CDs, you will hear how these sounds, placed in a stereo field around the band... as in the
diagram on the seating chart page... enhances the overtone hierarchy and resonance of the band while remaining
somewhat ““traditional’ in its orchestral usage. Two speakers, lying flat on the floor, should be placed so that the sound
is directed back into the ensemble.

As we approach all of the new tomorrows, students need to play Music, that while serving the cause and purpose of
Music Education, excites them... Music which sonically competes with the inundation of supremely produced sounds
they hear in their every day lives.

A vast variety of interrelated and graduated pieces as well as accompanying Teaching Tools await you.

Now, as always, it’s up to you. Only you can be the guide your students need, and only you can deliver this Music to that
limitless realm we refer to as Music. To that Quest, noble and honorable, Godspeed!

TECHNICAL

| wanted to compose a piece which could serve an otherwise unsung hero in the Music program while providing

an equal opportunity for a potential guest artist. The Band parts are essentially in the Grade 3-4 range. Options to
transpose certain passages by an octave may even make it attainable to a Grade 3 Band. The work is a Concertino for
Piano and Wind Ensemble which also fits into the story-line of the “A Wish to the World” Suite.

The pianist will move from a youthful, Mozart-like pianistic quality to that of a more dramatic and Romantic quality,
often within the span of just a few measures. The differences between measure 3, and then measure 6, for instance
quickly depict this shifting of mood. The piece is bookended by the innocent Mozart-like Theme. The “Heart” of the
piece depicts the clash of adversity with the valour of undaunted assertion.

Between meters, it is the pulse which remains constant. The piece feels correct at mm=132. It can be slightly faster
dependent upon the pianist.

Dependent upon the abilities of the Band, octave adjustments may be utilized for the 1st Trumpet and the 1st Horn.

With regard to accenting the syncopations... in this case the 2’s against the 3’s of 12/8, please consult the BRIEF
INTRO!

| believe that the role of the piano is such that it should either be amplified, or at least strategically positioned so as to
allow its voice to be heard and felt in as close to a Concerto environment as possible.

MUSICAL

Across the suite American Knights, also called, “A Wish to the World” we have paid tribute to unsung heroes,
described situations a hero must face, and told a story about the not-too-distant past... and future.

In Heart of the Hero, we discover that quiet and relentless song, that quality of Spirit that is forever held in the
Heart of such an individual. Innocent, perhaps humorous, the Hero faces adversity often... but in the Hero’s heart, a
courageous theme plays without bound. The Hero prevalils.

Heart of the Hero is but one part of “A Wish to the World”, a series of pieces written to inspire the next generation
